San Leandro City Junior Golf Championship

The San Leandro Police Department takes pride in the day-to-day service and work it does for
the community. The department leadership plays a fundamental role in the service they
deliver by leading the work of the men and women of the SLPD. Chief Sandra Spagnoli
recently announced several promotions, which will be effective September 9, 2013. This
groups represents over 70 years combined experience in law enforcement and all are active in
the community.

o Mark Clifford — Sergeant — Mark is a U.S. Marine and was a Staff Sergeant for 10 years.
He was hired by SLPD in 1994 and was a field training officer, burglary detective,
firearms instructor, Tac Unit Officer, SWAT member and Honor Guard.

The annual San Leandro City Junior Golf Championship was held on August 8 on both courses at
Monarch Bay, with over 170 juniors participating. The overall boy’s champion this year was Owen Lin
from Cupertino, with a score of 64, setting a course record. The overall girl’s champion was the 2012
champion Elizabeth Schultz from Lafayette with a score of 67, also setting a course record.

The continued success of the tournament is due largely to the more than 40 volunteers from American
Golf and the San Leandro Golf Club at Monarch Bay. The Public Works Department has managed this
event since 1996. Under Public Works administration, this tournament has grown from 55 participants
in 1995 to well over 300 participants in 2007. Due to the broader economic climate, as well as
competing junior golf events, participation at all junior golf tournaments are down from the peak year
in 2007. However, even with decreased participation this year, the San Leandro City Junior Golf
Championship remains one of the largest junior golf tournaments in Northern California.
