Meyers Nave Legal Alert – California Public Records Act (memo attached) 

Public Agencies Not Required to Disclose Records of Automatic License Plate Readers 

 The California Court of Appeal recently held that records generated by high speed cameras that 

automatically scan and compile license plate images to assist law enforcement in identifying vehicles 

involved with suspected crimes are not required to be disclosed under the California Public Records 

Act.
